4. Whatis the response of Job’s wife? (See Job 2:9)

5. Jobhas three friends who come to him. What do they do at first? (See Job 2:11-13)

Explain Job 1:9-11. What does Satan say about Job?

Summarize Job’s words in Job 3.

Application: therefore, what shall I do?
