5. What signs did Gideon ask for in 6:34-40? 

6. What is the outcome of the battle in chapter 7?

Application: therefore, what shall I do? 
9. How does God show His patience with Gideon’s lack of confidence? How has God been patient with you?

Has He increased your confidence in doing things for Him (standing up for God’s word and His ways, 
evangelizing, saying “no” when you need to, etc.) Give examples. 

10. Gideon “threw out a fleece” before he would make a decision to go into battle.  Have you ever 
thrown out a fleece” (asked for a sign) from God before you made a decision?  What happened?
When you have a decision to make, what do you typically do?
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
