‘What was the response of the Pharisees to this “sign”?

Compare Jn 11:51-52 and Gen 12:3. How are these verses related?

‘What are the people celebrating during “Passover of the Jews”?

Application: therefore, what shall I do?

What important question does Jesus ask Martha in Jn 11:26? Who do you say that Jesus is?

Did everyone who saw Lazarus rise from the dead “believe?” Not even this miracle made them believe

in Jesus. What does this teach you about belief?
